Our project is about setting up a small windpower business in Sevare, Mali. The mission of the project is to get a business model up and running that is going to provide benefits in three different ways: people, planet and profit. With our mission in mind the following four goals are defined:
1. Provide access to affordable electricity for the rural population of Mali. 

2. To provide a renewable energy alternative rather than the current unsustainable methods of energy supply.

3. Provide technical knowledge and training, employment and income to the rural population.

4. Provide energy security

The challenges of this pilot project shall be met by a selective team of experts supported by a local partnership structure as well as a global network of technological and financial partners. These challenge lie in the near future. The wind-energy market in Mali is very fragile and to start up a new business is always full of risks and uncertainties. The main focus is going to be the marketing  and selling of the wind turbines that are going to be built in the next 12 months by the eight employees Piet Willem Chevalier is going to train in December 2009.
